Entry to Arts Institution (AIs)



Admission to the AIs from the 2028 intake, students will be able to offer one subject 
at G2. 

The revised diploma admission criteria for both AIs will be a pass in G3 English at 
C6 or better, and 

an aggregate score of 21 points or better in four other subjects (three G3 subjects 
and one G2 subject). Students who offer all four subjects at G3 will have the subject 
with the lowest grade mapped from G3 to G2.

Other aptitude-based assessments such as admission tests, portfolios, auditions, 
and interviews, will continue to be required for admission, as specified for each 
programme. 

Please note that meeting the minimum admission criteria does not guarantee 
admission.

Diploma Admissions Criteria





The NFP is a one-year practice-based programme that better prepares Secondary 4 
students offering G2 and/or G3 subjects to pursue a diploma in the creative arts. 

NFP students who successfully complete the programme will be offered a place in 
their chosen diploma course at NAFA. This is an alternative to the Secondary Five 
year.

For purposes of admission to NFP, the requirements for an aggregate ELMAB3 
(English Language, Mathematics, 'Best' three other subjects) score of 15 points 
or better will be computed at the G2 level.

Subject Allocation Process 

1. Students are assessed  by their overall performance across subjects.

2. The allocation of a student to a particular class is guided by her choice 
and overall performance in the subjects (e.g. English, Math, Science, 
Humanities).

3. For subjects such as Pure Sciences, Additional Mathematics, students 
must satisfy the criteria for the subject combination.

4. Allocation of student to a subject combination is done based on merit 
and also subject to availability of school resources.

Core Literature/Geography/History

•A good pass of 60% and above is recommended

• Must be a different subject from choice of Elective 
Humanities, which is compulsory 
(e.g. Core Lit + SS/History)

• Higher Art (AEP) or Higher Music (MEP) can be offered 
in lieu of Core Humanities subject
